Notes on membership categories

ALL members will be required to join one of the following basic categories :-

1. Life Membership will be available to any member over the age of 60 years on payment of ten times
the annual membership rate at the time of becoming a life member.

2. A Five Year membership will be available at the start of any year to any member on payment of five
times the annual rate at the time of joining discounted to reflect extended period.

3. Development Membership will be available from April 1st 2011 to replace Centenary membership
at a cost of £90.00 pa (£7.50 per month) for a maximum period of ten years. This category allows the
named member free use of the pavilion for one private function plus a £10.00 bar drinks voucher
during every year of membership.
